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Imad Burhan Centre for Eradication of llliteracy




Al-Burhan Charity Foundation believes in the right of education for all
members of Iragi society. Especially since the quest for knowledge is a
religious duty and propels the advancement of civilisation. Due to multiple
factors, people living in remote villages were suffering from a lack of
educational opportunities. Upon identifying this problem; Al-Burhan
Foundation commenced the construction of a Literacy Centre, which currently
enrolls approximately 47 adult learners, raising the level of education and
cultural awareness in those areas.

The Imad Al-Burhan Literacy Centre based in Kut was inaugurated on the 22nd
of August 2016, with the aim of providing free education to the adult residents
who missed the opportunity to learn how to read and write at an early age.

llliteracy is a major problem for many countries including Irag, where many
children are prevented from attending school for numerous reasons, including
the difficult living conditions which families face, which in turn force the
children to seek work to contribute to the household income, in addition

to the long travel distances to the nearest school. The founder of Al-Burhan
Foundation, Mr. Imad Al-Burhan, decided to build a Literacy Centre that aims
to equip both women and men with the necessary literacy skills.
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Women currently constitute the majority of those enrolled in the Imad Al
Burhan Literacy Centre. This indicates the extent to which these members of
society are denied the opportunity to be educated. The mothers, fathers, and
grandparents who missed out on an education, are now given the opportunity
to develop the necessary reading and writing skills, enabling them to fill in
their own documents, read newspapers and to decipher various street signs
and billboards.

A desire to learn has no age limit and many students from different age groups
surprised us with their ability to absorb knowledge. It is necessary to develop
the skills possessed by our compatriots, to progressively move the country
forward, so that it can regain its position on a regional and international level.

The Imad Burhan Centre for Literacy is dedicated to the late mother of Mr
Imad Burhan, may God have mercy on her soul. The Burhan Foundation

aims to provide Iragi citizens with equal opportunities permitting them

to contribute to the development and prosperity of Irag. The Foundation
extends its thanks to Professor Ibrahim Salem for his dedication and support in
accomplishing this project.
