Within days solidity had been reinstated
following a strenuous schedule of plastering, analysis, fortification and
further plastering. The exterior was further bolstered by new brickwork
and attention paid to all finishes, while left untouched for decades, the
interior was entirely gutted.

Once all loose wall panels and cracked plaster had been tended to, work

began on the'installation of high quality marble tiles along all the walls of
the Shrine, echoing the quality and luxury that residents and worshippers
alike deserve to have. To compliment this, ABF completely recalibrated all

electrics in the Shrine, as well as ensuring that the site is now protected
against future wear and tear
